To kickstart students’ combined ability to think and articulate, our starter 
debate class aims to inspire the next generation of young debaters. 
By engaging students through their personal experiences and immediate 
social issues, they can gain confidence and find their voices through 
individual and group work.

This level of debate class introduces the world of competitive debate to 
budding speakers through interactive group work and constant feedback 
from our coaches. A combination of spoken and written practices will 
ignite the students’ ability to think critically about what matters.

Four competing teams in a round, live-fire interjection during a speech or 
sharp questions from the floor. Aspiring debaters joining this course will be 
trained through a series of tournament-level debate motions to develop the 
competence to analyse, compose and deliver full speeches at the standard 
of regional tournaments.

Formal debate skills are honed to shape orators at this stage. Through peer 
brainstorming and technical exercises, our coaches will guide students 
through frameworks of analysis that enable them to delve into local and 
global issues which otherwise may seem abstract and disconnected.

Through the speaking 
projects, students will be guided to craft their story and 
also their message of inspiration, all while honing the 
verbal and non-verbal techniques to capture the attention 
of their audience. 

Crafting a stage persona is a work of labor that takes 
both character and practice. Through engaging projects 
of newcasting and conducting a “celebrity” interview, 
students will able to create their own voice in performance. 
By choosing a topic of personal interest, students would 
also compose their own documentary as well.

Learn the technique to craft your language and engage 
your audience. Through anchoring and hosting, build a 
speaking figure that can captivate your audience through 
excitement and incredible moments of television. Apply 
these techniques with targeted messaging to compel your 
audience to buy a product of your imagination.

In a simulated professional environment, influence the 
organization by speaking with distinction and preparing 
speeches to rouse attention on important issues. Carry 
that conviction to formulate proposal presentations to 
improve the situation. Create a consensus with discussions 
and debates to find the best solution.

Our Critical Thinking Socrates Program aims to instill in students the key transferable skills 
and intellectual tools necessary for effective lifelong learning. Mastering critical and 
lateral thinking skills will prepare students for the transition from local to international 
schools, the intense research of IB, the in-depth investigation of A Levels and current 
affairs analysis for DSE Liberal Studies. 

Students will investigate the expression of opinions in the fields 
of arts and recreation. By looking at celebrated artists, famous 
football leagues and popular online games, we aim to train students 
to observe and abstract new knowledge from their own personal 
experiences. Through research and analysis, we will discuss and 
develop innovative solutions to problems that surround us. 

Think about the value of things. How we determine the worth of 
objects, items and ideas that surround us. By looking into Art & 
Architecture, Space and Sports, we ask the entrepreneurial questions 
of how we create value in the world, not just value in commerce and 
materials, but also value in culture and sentiments.

As the world contends with crisis after crisis, we see a world that is 
closer together in experience but further apart in action. In this fall term 
of Socrates, we see to revisit the fabric of the world village through 
the lens of security, diplomatic and economic challenges. We will 
be enhancing students’ skills in research and critical analysis as we 
investigate the frameworks that bind countries together as well as 
consider how solutions for evolving uncertainties that governments face.

We will study how societies and countries interact with one another. By 
looking at the trade in diamonds and arms, we question the dynamics 
of evolving values and affirmative actions. Through marriage and 
religion, we look at the core values that define our families and society. 
By exploring these topics, we can find how material and immaterial 
values are created and shaped.
